Baylor Health Care System and Scott & White recently announced their merger.  Because the two systems do not overlap service delivery areas, the reaction in North Texas has been minimal.  Strategically, the move strengthens Baylor’s ACO as it provides them an insurance license to market BQA in the state.  The move also allows both systems to consolidate costs related to their own HIE development. 

Accountable Care Coalition of North Texas, LLC (Jan 2013) Involves 70 local physicians, organized by Collaborative Health Systems, a subsidiary of Universal American (UA), a Medicare Advantage insurance provider with 6,000 beneficiaries in North Texas. ACO Notes
The Pioneer ACO Model differs from the Medicare Shared Savings Program in the following ways, among others: 
• First 2 years of Pioneer ACO Model are a shared savings payment arrangement with higher levels of savings and risk than shared savings
• Starting in year 3, organizations that have earned savings over the first 2 years are eligible to move to a population-based payment arrangement and full risk arrangements that can continue through optional years four and five. 
• Pioneer ACOs are required to develop similar outcomes-based payment arrangements with other payers by the end of the second year, and fully commit their business and care models to offering seamless, high quality care. 

The Advance Payment Initiative, an option providing advance payments to participants like rural and physician-based ACOs to help defray the costs of establishing IT and staff infrastructure.
